BOARD REPORTS, DISCUSSION and CONSIDERATION

Mountain Rides Letter of Support - McCleary
Gave Mountain Rides a letter of acknowledgment of their FY2011 Blaine County appropriation.

IAC Mid-Winter Legislative Conference — The BCC reported on the following:

+ Potential health and welfare legislative fixes related to Catastrophic Health Care Board, indigent
funding, mental health involuntary commitments, and Medicaid cuts.

+ Committee unanimously voted to send letter to Legislators and Governor asking them to consider a
beer and wine tax, to provide necessary funding for health and human services.

* Legislative redistricting committee will be appointed early summer.

* Many counties do a good job of meeting regularly with other elected officials and department heads
within their counties. BCC would like to improve communications within Blaine County.
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* There are new IRS rules affecting expense reimbursement and reporting. May need to schedule a
countywide workshop to confirm all departments are compliant with IRS rules.

+ Commissioner Schoen prepared and received unanimous approval for a floor resolution to support
statewide sales tax on catalog and internet sales.

» Panel discussion on the role of government and how budgeting should be done at the State level.

Hailey Chamber Events — Bowman
Hailey Chamber wants to host a downtown festival in conjunction with the Northern Rockies Folk
Festival. They are researching the permitting process, and looking for RV and car parking.

Carey Quick Response Unit — BCC

The Carey Quick Response unit was largely formed by Carey resident Craig Adamson, who died last
week. Bowman will ask the County’s Emergency Medical Director Keith Sivertson if this will affect our
contract with Carey.

Fly Sun Valley Alliance (FSVA) Board Meeting Report — Schoen

* Executive Director Neil Morrow resigned. Interim director is Carol Waller

* Report on minimum revenue guarantees (MRG) program. Horizon seat count is up over last year,
and MRGs were only paid for one month. Excess funds will be held in reserve.

* FSVA is hoping to expand the Sun Valley Access card, which brings in revenue and supports local
businesses.

Southern Idaho Solid Waste District (SISWD) — Schoen
SISWD Executive Director Dave Lore submitted resignation. Blaine County will go forward with
recycling planning.
